Classroom Polices and Procedures

· General:  All school rules and planner rules apply in this classroom.  Students must come prepared for class.  Students must bring required textbooks and their notebooks every day to class.  Students may not bring materials that may distract from learning.  (magazines, ipods, toys, calculators with games, cell phones and etc.)  Students may not bring food or drink into the classroom.

· Absent students:  If you are absent it is YOUR responsibility to find out what we did the day you missed.  You will be allowed one week from the date of your return to complete assignments. After the one (1) week period if work is not turned in it becomes a zero (0

· Late work: any work not done at time of collection is late. No Late work will be accepted 

· Tardy:  South Haven high schools tardy policy is strictly enforced.  Your are required to be in your seat when the bells rings and remain there until the bell rings to end class. 
· Passes:  Each student is allowed one (1) pass a marking period.  One generic pass.  

· After School Hours: I can stay after school almost any day of the week.  Please let me know in advance when you want to come in after school.  

· Extra Credit: No extra credit assignments will be given. 
· Cell Phones-Ipod/MP3: If I hear or see a cell phone or see ear buds/head phones you will get a zero for the day and your participation grade will go down for that week.  

· Participation:  A weekly grade will be given for participation.  The grade of A will be given to a student who is present every day of the week and contributes a minimum of one news story a week to regular classroom discussions. The grade of B will be given to a students who is present every day but does not contribute one news story. If disciplinary action is required due to a student’s behavior that student’s participation grade will be reduced by one letter grade for each incident. Anyone who falls a sleep in class will have their participation grade reduced by one letter grade for each incident.

· Grades:   I will use two methods for grading assignments.  

The first is A – F grading.  An assignment earning a grade below a D, if it contains information exceedingly important to the subject you may be asked to correct or redo the task for credit.  

The second is a system of plus, minus, or zero. It is designed to be a quick assessment of a task.  Assignments earning a plus are considered good.  Assignments earning a minus are considered satisfactory.  Assignments earning an zero, well, that is not good at all, seriously!  

When grades are figured at the end of a marking period two plus will equal an A grade.  A plus and a minus will equal a B grade.  Lastly two minus will equal a C grade.

          + + = A          + - = B         - - = C          + (zero) = D            - (zero) = F  

Tests will count as a double grade.  If you receive an A on a test it will count as two A’s when the final grade is calculated.  Tests will account for around 20% of your grade.  

TURN IN ALL WORK! Even if its half done etc, an F is better than a Zero when grades are figured. 

Final Grades will be based on the 12-point scale:

A =12, A- =11, B+ =10, B =9, B- =8, C+ =7, C =6, C- =5, D+ =4, D =3, D- =2, F =1,

South Haven High School  uses the 40% 40% 20% scale to figure final grades. 

Meaning 40% of 1st marking period, 40% of 2nd marking period, and 20% of the Final Exam.
